Terms and conditions for the Clinical Training Fellowship Programme 2018/2019
Grants will be for a maximum of £75,000 for a 12-month period to include the salary and associated employment costs of the trainee and incidental travel and other expenses (to be broadly agreed in advance). No overhead costs will be supported by the grant.
Candidates should be within two years (pre- or post-) of receiving a Certificate of Completion of Training (CCT).

Fellows must undertake a clinical research; service evaluation; or quality improvement project, alongside the clinical training programme. 

The project must commence within six months of starting the fellowship. 
The Cystic Fibrosis Trust requires an interim report written by the fellow six months after starting the fellowship to indicate progress of the project alongside the clinical training programme.
For all fellowships, a final report is required and there will be an opportunity to present at the UK CF Conference. The Trust reserves the right to withhold final payment until a satisfactory report has been received.  

Note that it is an essential principle of this training programme that the person recruited is supernumerary to the specialist CF centre applying for the grant; this should not be a means of increasing resources in the short term.
Application forms must be accompanied by: 
· a Letter of Support from the Nominating Centre Director, including a description of the training opportunity
· 
· a personal statement from the applicant, describing the applicant’s motivation for a career in CF and answering the question: What will be the most significant difference in CF care in 2030?
Assessment will be made on the following basis.
· The quality of the nominated candidate for the fellowship and their ability to satisfy the Terms and Conditions.
· The ability of the CF centre to provide specialist training in specialist adult cystic fibrosis healthcare and to properly manage this process.
· The ability to dovetail the project with the training programme and the relevance of the project to cystic fibrosis.
